A  “hundred years ago,”  in the summer of 1994, the 
idea of having a Lake Royale “memorial garden”  was 
suggested at a Beautification Committee meeting.

understanding of how much work is required to keep our 
facilities up to the  high level of use they receive. 
 
Now that the weather has started to warm and dry out, 
maintenance will be struggling to repair the erosion damage to 
our road system.  Its also time to cut the grass along the roads.  
Currently, maintenance is cutting back limbs that obstruct 
vision at intersections and along the road in general. 
 
We have also completed a new fence at the lodge playground, 
which, thanks to erosion, was unsafe.  Soon this project will be 
completed.  There has been a need for this fencing for years, 
and maintenance is finally able to get it done.  Of course there 
is so much more to do, and maintenance is slowly working 
towards completing all the projects to benefit everyone and 
project a better image for Lake Royale. 
 
 Recreation - The POA is also gearing up for recreation in the 
summer season.  Memorial Day Weekend marks the opening of 
the Pool, the Lodge, and the summer season.  Also, plans are 
being made for holidays, teen events, pool parties, dances, and 
other recreation programs.  Look for these events in the 
monthly calendar and the Recreation Activity Guide.  Here is a 
sample of what to look for:

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Public Utilities Hear ing:

The Public Utilities Commission will be holding a 
hearing concerning Riviera Utilities’  application in 
order to obtain a sewer utility franchise to service Lake 
Royale.  If you read Ed Christie’s article “POA Faces 
Sewer Charge on Common Property”  in the March 5th 
Royale Reporter,”  you may recall that Riviera is 
planing to service a new development (in old section 
15) with water and sewer, as well as to start charging 
the POA for sewer use from our common properties 
(Lodge, comfort centers, etc.). 
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AROUND TOWN 

In February 1996, the POA manager and the 
Beautification Committee (BC) sponsored a ©Mid-
Winter Blast©.  Fourteen concerned property owners 
pitched in to clean up the nature trail, presently located 
opposite the dam spillway.  In spite of that effort, the 
trail is rarely used because the area floods badly when 
heavy rains fall. 
 
The BC has discussed relocating the nature trail, opting 
for a more manageable site.  The best idea we©ve had, 
so far, is in the ©greenway© in section 8.  Early in April, 
the BC chairman and Alan Roberds took a hike at mid-
day to check out the area.  
It lies northeast of Sagamore, off Buckaroo.  After 
turning onto Buckaroo, go through three intersections 
and come to a long dip in the roadway.  The greenway 
is off to the right of the culvert and you©ll find the 
proposed trail(s) marked with orange survey flags.  We 
encourage you readers to check it over, on your own, 
and offer feed back.   
 
As we wandered along, we eventually came to a whole 
series of beaver dams and ponds.  With a bright sun 

and clear sky overhead, we found this to be a 
refreshing and most enjoyable experience in the 
quietness of such surroundings.  We believe that this 
area can be turned into one of the best ©nature trails© in 
the county.  With the cooperation of the Recreation 
Committee and individual property owners, we©re 
confident that this could be a real team-spirit building 
activity at Lake Royale. 
 
We propose that the project be done in phases.  Phase I 
could get us to the ponds.  Phase II could move on 
around to the terminal point, where a bench could be 
placed facing the water.  Phase III would involved a 
lower route over the winding creek and Phase IV could 
be a higher route along the hillside to the left.

When we as prospective property owners in Lake Royale, first viewed this 
community 
 we must have seen something that we thought was desirable, and attractive to 
us. Otherwise I would not be writing this and you would not be reading it, for 
neither one of us would be living here. 
 
 
 
When we indicated that we were interested in becoming a part of the 
community, we should have been advised of the covenants and bylaws that 
were in effect. If we were not, it was our responsibility to determine if there 
were any restrictions, obtain a copy, and decide if we could abide by them. If 
we were not willing to live within the confines of the restrictions we should 
not have purchased the property. If on the other hand, we did become 
property owners, we have accepted an ethical and moral obligation to abide 
by them, and that the manner we planned to use the property was not in 
conflict with any restrictions that were in effect. If sometime down the road 
those restrictions change, or the manner in which we plan to use the property 
comes in conflict with those restrictions does not give us the right to relieve 
ourselves of the responsibility that we accepted when we first became 
members of the Lake Royale community.  
 
 
 
We have two choices here; the first being to sell the property and find another 
area more suitable to our present and future needs, or work to change the 
restrictions. In doing so, we must be sure that those changes will benefit our 
neighbors, the community and ourselves. If the changes fail in any one of the 
above requirements, then the requested changes must be the desire and will of

Frankly Speaking

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At their April 18th meeting, the Board approved 
purchase of generators for the POA office and the Guard 
House, a change of auditor for the fiscal year just ending 
and the hiring of a part time clerical assistant for our 
Police Department.  These expenditures came by way of 
recommendations from the Finance Committee.  
Building continues to be a boom here at Lake Royale 
with 27 permits approved this month.  Angie Melton has 
been appointed to the Board of Adjustments to fill a 
vacancy left by Stuart Nottingham.  Ed Christie was 
named, by acclamation, as the new Chairman of that 
Board.  Seven Emergency Management volunteers were 
honored at a luncheon given by the American Red 
Cross.

Bruce 
Vaughn of the N.C. Utilities Commission gave a very 
informative presentation regarding the upcoming 
hearing, scheduled for May 14th at 7:00 PM at the 
Lodge.  Riviera Utilities has made application to charge 
the users (the POA) for use of the waste treatment 
facility.  When and if this is approved, it will place a 
substantial financial burden on the POA, which it has 
not in the past experienced.

I want to emphasize the importance of property owners 
posting their emergency services, street address numbers 
which enables fire, rescue, and law enforcement 
departments to respond quickly and accurately should 
their services be needed.  Should an emergency occur 
you should call 911 and state your name and your (911) 
street address. 
 
To speed up the response time, our dispatchers will 
assist emergency services personnel when they arrive at 
the gate with directions and escort by our police officers 
if possible.  Franklin County was required in 
cooperation with the US Postal Service to establish new 
address numbers which allow for population increases 
and future growth.  You are now required to post your 
emergency services street address number.  If you have 
any questions call the POA Office or the Franklin 
County 911 coordinator at 496-2281.  Please remove 
your Lake Royale lot number and replace it with your 
(911) street address number.

Manager ’s Corner 
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From the Board 

However, the barking of dogs, 
regardless of the manner or repetition 
of the barking, is specifically excluded 
as a nuisance under the purview of this 
section. 
 

The ordinance goes on to give examples of some 
actions that are considered a nuisance.  It also regulates 
many other responsibilities of pet owners and the 
county.   
 
If you would like a copy of the full 16 page ordinance, 
please contact the Franklin County Health Department, 
or you can make a copy at the POA office for 10 cents 
per page. 

Notice - Last fall, Franklin County adopted a new 
Animal Control Ordinance.  Part of this ordinance 
covers animals creating a nuisance.  Under section 1-7, 
the ordinance states: 

 
A. It shall be unlawful for any person 
to own, keep, posses or maintain an 
animal in such a manner so as to 
create a nuisance. 
 
B. The actions of an animal constitute 
a nuisance when an animal disturbs 
the personal property rights of, 
threatens the safety of, or damages a 
member of the general public.
